Competitions: 
 

All registered club members are eligible to compete 
in any Swimming Australia sanctioned meet. This 
includes National & State Championships, as well as 
District Competitions and local encouragement 
meets. The swimming season is structured into two 
seasons, the Short Course season which runs through 
terms two & three culminating in the Victorian Short 
Course Championships in September, and the Long 
Course season which runs through terms four & one 
culminating in the Victorian Long Course 
Championships in January, Victorian Sprint 
Championships in February & Australian Age 
Championships in March. To qualify for these major 
meets swimmers must achieve strict qualifying times 
at one of many State Qualifying Meets held 
throughout the season. The Metro-West district also 
holds its District Championships in November & Sprint 
Champs in February. Other encouragement meets 
are also scattered throughout the season. 
 
 

 

Club Apparel & Events: 
 

All North-West Aquatic competitors are expected to 
compete in club bathers & a club swim cap.  
Competitors are also expected to attend meets in 
proper club attire. The club conducts a major uniform 
order approximately every six months. The club also has 
limited stock that can be purchased outside these order 
periods through the club’s uniform officer. Club items 
available during order periods includes Bathers, Swim 
Caps, Polo Shirts, Tracksuits & Hoodies. During order 
periods items usually take 4-6 weeks to be manufactured 
& delivered. The club also contributes to the purchasing 
of apparel for state team members to wear at major 
State Championship meets. 
 
The club also stages a number of camps throughout the 
season. In 2010/11 the club staged our now annual 
Summer Training Camp in Cairns, ran National Squad 
camps in Geelong, Hobart & Canberra, and also ran a 
number of development weekends for our emerging 
junior & state swimmers.
